

INSTRUCTIONS/CRITERIA FOR COMPLETING THE
2014 RISING STARS

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

(DEADLINE April 17th...NO EXCEPTIONS) 

Scholarship applicants must meet the following criteria:

1.
Must have been enrolled in the Sharyland FFA for a minimum of 3 of 


The preceding 4 years (high school years) and received a minimum of


3 Ag credits during that time.

2.
Must have been an active member of the Sharyland FFA during each of the three years.  An active member is one who has attended a minimum of 75% of all their club meetings for each year.  This is to 

be validated by a committee member by reviewing the attendance records.

3.
Must have made formal application to enroll in any technical, 
vocational or other school of higher education.

4.
Must complete the 2012 Rising Stars Scholarship application, proof
of ACT/SAT test scores and provide a high school transcript with 


Proof of GPA and Class Ranking.  (These items will only be used as a 

Tie-breaker.)   


5.
Applicant must be a graduating junior or senior at Sharyland High School.

6.
Applicant must have been involved in the Sharyland Rattler Roundup


Each of the three years.  (planning, working, fundraising) 
7.
Applicant must have exhibited a project at an approved livestock show

at least two of the three years under the Sharyland FFA.  (Projects include all livestock, shop, Horticulture, art, and any other projects that can be exhibited at livestock shows.)

SELECTION PROCESS


The Scholarship Selection Committee of the Rising Stars Scholarship

will meet to review and screen all scholarship applications.  Each application will be reviewed to ensure that it meets minimum criteria.  Any application that does not meet the criteria will be eliminated.  Following the review process, each applicant will participate in an oral interview.  Applicants are then scored on each category.  Applications, scores, rankings and related judging documents are confidential.  The decision of the committee is final.

College scholarships will be awarded to FFA boys and girls graduating and planning to use the funds at a college, university or vocational school of their choice.  Emphasis will be placed on FFA participation, accomplish-ments, leadership and other outside FFA activities.  Recipients will be notified of their award at the 2011 Sharyland FFA Awards Banquet.


The Sharyland Rising Stars committee does not discriminate on the basis of age, socio-economic level, race, color, sex or religion.

SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES

TO BE FUNDED AWARD MONEY YOU MUST:

1.
Scholarship recipients must enroll in any technical, vocational or other 
school of higher education within one year of their high school 


Graduation or they will forfeit their scholarship.

3.
Upon providing 1st Semester final grades, the FFA parent treasurer


will disperse a check made payable to the child.  


***Scholarships will not be FUNDED until all above requirements are met. ***
