1.  THIS AWARD IS UP TO A $500 ONE TIME PER RECIPIENT GRANT/GIFT PAID ANNUALLY TO BE USED TO FURTHER THE EDUCATION OF A SHARYLAND HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATE. THESE FUNDS ARE TO BE USED FOR TUITION, BOOKS, AND/OR COLLEGE FEES.
2. THIS AWARD IS GIVEN IN HONOR OF JAMES T. JARRETT - FOUNDER/TEACHER OF THE SHARYLAND VOCATIONAL AGRICULTURE DEPARTMENT, 1951 - 1986, AND HIS WIFE AND HIDDEN STRENGTH, PEGGY C. JARRETT, PAST ENGLISH TEACHER AND ANNUAL STAFF ADVISOR.

3. THIS AWARD WILL BE FUNDED BY SHARYLAND FFA CHAPTER AFTER THE RECIPENT HAS ENROLLED OR CAN PROVIDE PROOF OF ENROLLMENT AT A TECHNICAL, VOCATIONAL. OR OTHER SCHOOL OF HIGHER EDUCATION. DEPENDANE UPONE AVAILABLE FUNDS, IT MAY BE AWARDED TO MORE THAN ONE STUDENT PER YEAR.
4. SELECTION COMMITTEE WILL CONSIST OF THE SHARYLAND AG INSTRUCTORS.

THREE YEAR MEMBER OF THE SHARYLAND FFA CHAPTER. CHAPTER OFFICERS, HELPED WITH THE RD SHOWDOWN FOR A MIN. OF 3 YEARS, LEADERSHIP AND CAREER DEVELOPMENT EVENT TEAM MEMBERS,  CHAPTER FARMERS, LONE STAR AND AMERICAN FARMERS, ETC. WILL RECEIVE GREAT VALUE IN THE SELECTION PROCESS.

6. APPLICANTS MUST WRITE A LETTER TO THE SHS AG. TEACHERS (Mr. Wood and Mr.Abrigo) DESCRIBING THE IMPACT FFA HAS OR WILL HAVE ON THEIR LIFE, THEIR FAMILY, AND THEIR FRIENDS. THE LETTER SHOULD INCLUDE YOUR ACCOMPLISHMENTS IN FFA AND OTHER NON-FFA AREAS. THE COLLEGE / UNIVERSITY TO BE ATTENDED SHOULD ALSO BE INCLUDED IN THE LETTER. A RESUME’ SHOULD ALSO BE ATTACHED TO THE LETTER.
